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
OUR JOURNEY INTO GOD 

 
“The journey into God begins in self-knowledge.”  Saint Teresa of Avila 
 
The Vestry and several members of the church’s leadership team, together with our clergy, our Christian 
Education Director, Gretchen, and Loraine met for a weekend in early March to consider how to further our 
church’s journey into God as we prepare for our next rector.  We began the weekend on Friday evening, by 
reflecting on why we felt called at this time to serve as leaders in our church community.  As you may 
imagine, the reasons were diverse, but the theme was the same – to help our church at this time in its life. 
 
Saturday we continued our work by responding to the Nominating Committee’s Focus Group questions.  We 
identified the strengths of our church and discussed those areas which need work, especially as we antici-
pate visits from clergy considering joining us in the next step into our congregation’s journey into God. 
 
Saturday night, we had a treat, an advance presentation from our Architecture Committee, of their current 
thoughts on installation of the stained glass windows, and other improvements to our worship and fellow-
ship space.  By the time you read this, I hope you all will have seen the presentation and communicated 
your reactions to the committee.  Your input is essential as we move into the next phase of our church’s 
life. 
 
Sunday began with Holy Eucharist, served to each other.  I have loved this tradition, since my first retreat 
many years ago.  There is something especially moving about passing the body and blood of Christ to one 
another in a circle bound together by the love of God and love for each other. 
 
During his homily, PJ asked us to close our eyes and imagine our church in the future.  Later, we discussed 
the powerful images which we saw.  Again, different images, but a common theme emerged of a church, 
with a vibrant, diverse congregation, joyfully  expanding our outreach and global mission ministries, and 
learning more about our church and ourselves as we journey into God. 
 
Finally, the Vestry met to discuss how to better structure our various ministries so that communication 
among our parish members is more effective.  We decided to return to the day of the Forum.  A Forum is a 
group of committees, which share a common theme.  We decided on Connections, Global Mission and Out-
reach, Buildings and Grounds, Finance, Christian Education, and Worship.  So, for example, the Budget and 
Audit committees are part of the Finance Forum, and the Koinonia and Communications committees are 
part of the Connections Forum. Each Forum will have at least one vestry member assigned to it, with a goal 
of cross-communication.  The new structure will be published on the website and in the Emissary.  The 
structure may change over time as priorities and needs change.  In addition, we established a working 
group which will be made up of members of both our Spanish speaking and English speaking congregations.  
This group will work together to deepen the relationship between the two congregations. 
 
As with any structure, however, it is only as good as its parts, you, the members of Christ Church.  We 
need your help as we work together to make Christ Church the place we want to raise our children and to 
grow old together. Let us continue our journey into God together.

Pastoral Care Contact Information Architecture Committee 
 To date, the Architecture Committee has 
met five times in face-to-face meetings and com-
municated frequently via email about new discov-
eries and ideas.  One meeting was a walk through 
of the campus to look at possible enhancements, 
maintenance, as well as potential areas for the 
stained glass window placement. The windows 
were originally the first charge to the committee. 
But, in order to make their placement more per-
manent, many things need to be considered and 
researched. 
 The Diocesan Architectural Commission, 
which is comprised of architects and clergy, met 
with the Christ Church committee in January as 
required by the Church Canons. They defined 
their role as one of support and collaboration and 
suggested that we might begin by walking through 
the buildings and grounds to identify our strengths 
and areas for improvement. Then by visiting other 
churches we might begin to gather ideas.  Our 
next effort would be to create a master plan of 
enhancements for our worship space, our build-
ings, and the rest of the campus to make them 
more functional and beautiful.  
 Churches in our area have been visited, 
photographed, and analyzed to consider options 
for not only placing the windows, but also for 
other enhancements and improvements. We are 
anxious to share this journey with you and are 

planning a PowerPoint presentation 
on April 13 at the church. 
  
And now the answer to the age old question:

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HAITI PARTNERSHIP WITH ST. JOSEPH’S OF 
ARIMETHEA  

BENEFIT ART SALE – APRIL 6 
 
Pas de pas, one step at a time, is how we will build our 
relationship with and help our Jasmin mission partners 
through God’s grace.  PJ, Loraine, and I traveled to 
Haiti March 10-14 to meet our mission partners and be-
gin our walk together.  We traveled to Jasmin with Pere 
Kerwin Delicat, the priest for the mission. Jasmin is lo-
cated southwest of Port au Prince, in the steep moun-
tains outside of Leogone, where the Episcopal Hospital, 
St. Croix, is located. 
 
Jasmin is a community with no buildings other than the 
Episcopal Church and the shacks in which the families 
live.  There is no water in the community except for the 
water caught off the roof of the church. The closest 
water source (dirty water) is from the river at  the bot-
tom of the mountain, about a 30 minute walk). Unfortu-
nately, we were unable to be there on a Sunday, which 
limited our ability to meet adults in the community. 
 
Education is one of the top priorities for the church in 
Haiti.  We were able to meet 120 school children, who 
welcomed us with songs and poems, their teachers, the 
school master, the lay leader for the mission, and the 
Senior Warden of the mission.  The school is taught in 
the church building, which is located on a small plot of 
land.  Pere Kerwin established the school in September, 
with 150 students in 8 classes.  About 30 children have 
had to drop out because they could not afford the uni-
forms and the small tuition.  The school is not self-
supporting and Pere Kirwin had to release 4 teachers, 
when he could not pay them. 
 
The children walk up to two hours each way to attend 
school, from 8 – 1, Monday through Friday. Many of 
them arrive at school having had nothing to eat.  They 
have few pencils, little paper, no books, and only 3 
heavily damaged blackboards, but the children are 
learning what they can and are eager to learn more. 
 
The Bishop is anxious for a school to be built, but land is 
precious and there is insufficient space for another 
building on the current plot.  The adjacent landowner is 
willing to sell some land for a school, which would be a 
blessing and would allow room for another building and 
a play yard for the children. 
 
The priorities for our mission at this time are to pay the 
teachers the back pay they are due and to pay them 
going forward so that the school can return to 8 classes, 
to provide money for school supplies and uniforms, to 
provide a hot, wholesome meal for the children at 
school, and to purchase the adjacent land so that a 
school can be built.  I am awaiting exact figures from 
Pere Kerwin, before we send any money to the Diocese 
for the mission. 

Longer term projects include building the school, supply-
ing clean water to the community by well, or otherwise, 
building and supplying a clinic, and providing goats which 
can be used for food and commerce to enable the commu-
nity to build a sustainable business. 
 

Join us on April 4 at the First Friday dinner, to 
see pictures of our trip, to hear more about our 
partnership mission, and to BUY HAITIAN ART TO 
BENEFIT OUR PARTNERSHIP. Yes, we went 
straight to the sources and brought back many 

beautiful works of art for you to buy, the proceeds of 
which will benefit the mission. 
 
If you would like to make a donation to support the mis-
sion, please make your check payable to Christ Church, 
and indicate “Haiti Mission” in the memo section of the 
check. 
 
Please pray daily for our brothers and sisters in Haiti.  
Their needs are enormous, but their spirit is equally large.  
Also, prayerfully consider joining the next group to travel 
to Jasmin, as we grow our relationship, pas de pas.

 Our classes for First Communion and Confirmation 
are taking place Sunday mornings, with Mellie, Peggy and 
Pacho  doing a wonderful job with the kids and the grown-
ups.  W e are all looking forward to May.   
 Vestry member Lon Cross has joined Nicki in work-
ing with the Hispanic Ministry.  We certainly welcome him 
aboard (he speaks Spanish), and know that with him and 
Nicki looking after  us, things will keep getting better for 
our congregation.  We have many plans and hope that 
soon we will have other leaders in our congregation.  It is 
just a matter of time, God's time.

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Agreement with Regina Caeli Academy, Inc. 
 

The RCA was founded five years ago by Kari and 
Rich Beckman, as an affordable option to private 
Catholic schools.  They provide classical education 
as a hybrid school, combining home schooling and 
traditional classroom experience.  Classroom in-
struction has been at St. Patrick’s Catholic Church 

on Beaver Ruin Road.  They are accredited in the state of Geor-
gia and have WACS accreditation (the west coast equivalent of 
SACS), and are recognized by the Catholic Archdiocese as being 
canonically sound.  They have an Education Board and a Board of 
Directors.  The school encompasses pre-school through high 
school, with a nursery provided for the teachers.  Most students 
are Roman Catholic, with instruction and participation in the 
faith part of the daily activities, but non-Catholics are welcome.  
Ms. Beckman says that they have had Mormans and Lutherans 
attend. 
 
Students and teachers come from throughout the metro area – 
from as far as Peachtree City, Athens, and Canton.  They are a 
501-C3 corporation.  They carry a $1 million liability insurance 
policy (required by the Diocese) and sexual abuse insurance.  
They do background checks on all their teachers.  All teachers 
participate in a program similar to our “Protecting God’s Chil-
dren” and receive 8 hours of in-service each year.  The name, 
Regina Caeli (pronounced   Cha – lee) means “Queen of Heaven”. 
 
They have been in shared space situations, having renovated and 
made useable the space in their former rooms at St Pat’s.  They 
estimate 137 current students, pre-k through high school, with a 
few more in the fall.  Each family is charged tuition.  Mothers 
must volunteer as teachers or nursery assistants.  There is a 
nursery for the teacher’s children.   
 
They will use the following space Mon, Wed., and Thursday.  
Teachers arrive at 7:30 and students at 9.  School ends at 3:00.  
There is a parent’s training night.

As with other agreements, Christ Church use of space takes pri-
ority in case of funerals, weddings, and other special events. 
 
The kitchen is not included.  Students and staff bring their meals 
and RCA prefers students eat outside when possible.  The choir, 
conference, parlor, and upper room off the narthex will be used 
for high school students.  The Choir and Dan Pruitt have agreed 
to the use of the choir room.  DOK agreed to the use of the up-
per room by their chapel.  Being experienced in the security 
issues of space sharing, RCA will have teachers with students at 
all times and safeguard all CC equipment. 
 
RCA will have exclusive use of the office off the parish hall and 

will independently provide their phone and internet service. 
 
In concert with RCA, Gretchen Creel and Nancy Yancey will work 
out the space sharing details related to the modulars.  The war-
dens, sexton, RCA, and Rainbow Village will be meeting to ad-
dress cleaning, parking, traffic, and maintenance issues.  Christ 
Church will clean RCA space by 9:00 AM Monday and RCA will 
clean after each day’s use. 
 
RCA is bringing some playground equipment and furniture.
